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Late Paleozoic rugose and tabulate corals occurred from the
light to dark grey limestones of the Pangyo Formation,
Yeongweol Coalfield, Korea. They are described as
Arachnastraea manchurica, A. sp., Caninia sp., Diphyphylium
delicatum, Lithostrotionella sp., Lonsdaleia sp., Lophophyllidium
sp. and Sinopora sp. Of these, Diphyphyllum and
Arachnastraea were previously reported from the Geumcheon
Formation in Dangyang Coalfield and the others were firstly
reported in Korea. The occurrence of these corals suggests
that the age of the coral-bearing strata of the Pangyo
Formation is upper Moscovian and Desmoinesian. This
formation can be correlated with the Penchi Formation in
North China, the Huanglong Formation in South China and the
Nagaiwa Formation in North Japan.
